Watercolor pigment 
· Use “professional grade,” not student grade paint. Don’t use gouache (opaque paint). 
· I use mostly Winsor/Newton or Daniel Smith Extra Fine. Best value: 15ml or 37ml tubes. 
· Daniel Smith’s new mineral-based PrimaTek Watercolors have great reviews and are worth browsing… see http://www.danielsmith.com/Item--i-G-284-600P. I’m now using their RHODONITE for a gorgeous dusty pink. 
· Quinacrodones are really good in general; cadmiums are toxic so be careful.
· If your budget is tight  Cheap Joe’s American Journey watercolors are pretty good.  
· MAKE SURE ALL YOUR COLORS HAVE THE Mfgr’s HIGHEST LIGHTFASTNESS RATING (AA or “permanent”).

3 REDS: 
Permanent Alizarin Crimson (listed under P) 

Permanent rose, or Scarlet Lake or Quinacrodone Pink

Quinacrodone Burnt Orange (only from Daniel Smith) or Burnt Sienna 

3 or 4 BLUES: 
Cobalt Blue


French ultramarine

Thalo (aka Winsor) Blue, red shade. Or Prussian blue  

Cerulean blue. 
3 YELLOWS:
A transparent cool yellow (aureolin, Winsor Lemon)


New gamboge

Quinacrodone gold

2 Greens: 
Viridian

Thalo (aka Winsor) green. Either shade.
Other good colors for occasional use: Raw Sienna, Burnt Umber, Quinacrodone or Winsor Red. Payne’s Gray. Cadmium Orange. Winsor Violet. Cobalt Violet. ManganeseBlue, Sepia. 
for AUTUMN LANDSCAPE CLASS ONLY. Add a true red (e.g. Winsor, Quinacrodone, Cadmium).
for Winter LANDSCAPE CLASS ONLY.  Add Payne’s Gray. 

Paper.  
· 100% rag (cotton) watercolor paper, 140 lb, cold press, hot press or rough.
I use Arches natural white, mostly cold press. Large (22x30”) sheets, or blocks/loose sheets at least 10 x 14”. Don’t skimp on paper.  Cheap Joe’s 100% rag Kilimanjaro paper is also quite good. 
· Opt: travel Watercolor Journal – Moleskines are really nice w/c sketchbook. 
Brushes. 
You can economize here; some synthetics are fine. You can do everything with 3 brushes.

· A 1”-2” flat wash brush
, a medium round brush (#8, #10 or #12), and a small brush or rigger. I use combined natural/synthetic brushes. 
Also: a cheap bristle brush for foliage (oil bristle or small paintbrush will do) 

P.S. If your rich aunt bequeaths you $$, buy a Kolinsky sable brush.
Other.   
· Board: non-porous. Best: plexiglass at least 12 x 16 (hardware store). Also Gatorboard or masonite. Clips or masking tape or staples.  

· Sketchbook, soft lead pencil, and gum eraser  
· Spray bottle(s). 3-4 water containers. Hair dryer (optional)
· Scraper(s), e.g. old credit card, razor blade, palette or plastic knife.

· Blotters, e.g. sponges, clean towels, tissue, paper towels

· White plastic palette with large wells, or porcelain butcher tray.
· Watercolor pencils (water soluble). The Derwent “Inktense” have strong color.
�e.g. Robt Simmons series 278 1.5 inch Skyflow Wash Brush is great
